EPA’s Air Quality Index (AQI) for 24-hour Fine Particle Pollution (PM:2.s)
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remain indoors and keep activity levels low.
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Who is “SENSITIVE” to PM, s? “People with heart or lung disease, older adults, children, and people of lower socioeconomic status are the

groups most at risk.” See EPA’s Technical Assistance Document (/link below). Also at higher risk: prenatal children (low birth weight, pre-term
birth, and 1Q reduction), diabetics, and people with higher exposures such as athletes exposed during exercise.
